Macksburg City Council Minutes


The Macksburg City Council met on February 3, 2014 at 7:00 p.m.   Mayor Ruth Eivins called the meeting to order.  Roll call was taken.  City Council members present- Bates, Carlson, New Council Members Delores Peckham, and Jessica Jones. City Council Member Shady absent. Other citizens attending - Rick Bruett, Ellen Thompson.
Agenda reviewed.  Peckham motioned to approve agenda with amendment to move Thompson light issue and Resolution 030114 to the top of the agenda; Bates seconded and carried with all ayes.

Ellen Thompson spoke to the Council about a security light that is not working at their property north of town.  The City Clerk and lights committee did not find anything in previous minutes.  City Clerk will contact Alliant Energy about how much it would cost to install an actual street light. 
Resolution 030114 – A Resolution to waive the requirement that an ordinance to vacate Eldorado Ave needs to be voted on for passage at two council meetings prior to the meeting at which it is finally passed.  Carlson made a motion to approve said resolution; seconded by Jones and all carried with ayes. 

At 7:15 p.m. Bates made a motion to close the city council meeting for the Public Hearing concerning vacating Eldorado Ave; Peckham seconded and all carried with ayes. 

The Macksburg City Council opened the Public Hearing in reference to vacating Eldorado Ave at 7:15 p.m. Resolution 08012014 was read. Carlson made a motion to approve said resolution (copy attached to minutes); Peckham seconded and all carried with ayes.  

Ordinance 02032014 – An ordinance vacating and closing that portion of Eldorado Ave from the east line of the east street to the north line of Lincoln St. in the city of Macksburg, Madison County, Iowa. Peckham made a motion to accept the ordinance; Carlson seconded and all carried with ayes.  
Bates made a motion to adjourn the public hearing at 7:18 p.m.; Jones seconded and all carried with ayes. 

Mayor Eivins called the City Council Meeting back to order at 7:19 p.m.
January 2014 minutes reviewed.  Bates motioned to approve minutes; Carlson seconded and carried with all ayes.

The Clerk read the treasurer’s report.  The January 2014 Treasurer’s report showed: disbursements total $1,738.79, checking account total $192.32, savings account total $48,211.68, Income total $1,298.54, C.D.’s total $24,282.24, with a total balance of $72,686.24.  Peckham motioned to approve treasurer’s report; Jones seconded and all carried with ayes.
The following bills for payment were read by the Clerk:

Alliant Energy $488.86, SIRWA $46.24, Ralph Breakenridge $25.00 (cleaning), UPSP $32.00 (annual po box payment), Jordan Oliver Attorney $450.00 ($150.00 Resolution Public Records and $300.00 Resolution and ordinance for Closing Eldorado Ave), 3E Electrical Engineering and Equipment $1,553.00 (High Band Informer and Labor).  The February bills totaled $2,595.10. Carlson made a motion to pay the bills; Bates seconded and all carried with ayes.

Old Business:

Resolution 06012014 – Establishing Policy for Inspection and copying of public records of the City of Macksburg, Madison County Iowa. Fee of $25.00 an hour and copying fee of 50 cents a page. Amendment made to remove deposit and add that an estimate of the expenses to be incurred shall be provided by the custodian to the requestor.  This estimate shall be paid to the custodian prior to the fulfillment of the request.  Shortages will be paid prior to records released; overpayments will be refunded. Jones made a motion to approve said resolution; Peckham seconded and all carried with ayes. (Full resolution attached to minutes and published at 3 designated spots)

Council Member Carlson advised that the flag is pretty torn and frayed. Carlson will look into getting a new flag. 
Mayor Eivins advised that she had been contacted about putting a dead end sign on the corner of South Street and West St. Peckham made a motion not to put a sign dead end sign the corner of South St. and West Street;  Jones seconded and all carried with ayes. 
Clerk Gardner advised that Mid- American Energy would be putting up a building on the East end of town. Mayor Eivins signed the plat of survey sign after city council all agree that the building could be put up in town.
Clerk Gardner handed out a proposal for the FY 2014 Budget, for Council Members to review and discuss.  Public Budget Hearing with be March 3, 2014 at 7:15 p.m. at City Hall.
