Macksburg City Council Minutes
The Macksburg City Council met on August 5, 2013 at 7:00 p.m.   The Mayor Ruth Eivins called the meeting to order.  Roll call was taken by the clerk Tricia Gardner.  City Council present for the meeting were – Bates, Carlson, Eads, and Shady. Lauer was absent from the meeting. Others attending the meeting were Rick Bruett, Robin Caps and Billy Peckham.
Robin Capps and Billy Peckham approached the City Council about the notice they received in the mail.  They advised the Council that they applied for a lost title for the camper and it would take a little bit of time to get the title. Eads made a motion to give Peckham a 60 day extension to get the plates on the camper, seconded by Shady and all carried with ayes.   Peckham also asked the council if it would be ok to tarp the vehicle in the yard instead of get rid of it.   Shady made a motion to allow Peckham to tarp the vehicle in the yard, Bates seconded the motion and all carried with ayes.
The agenda was reviewed.  Eads made a motion to approve the agenda.  Carlson seconded and carried with all ayes.

Copies of the July 2013 minutes were given to the City Council Members.  Bates made a motion to approve the minutes; Carlson seconded and carried with all ayes.

The Clerk read the treasurer’s report.  The July 2013 Treasurer’s report showed: disbursements total $3,517.68, checking account total $217.33, savings account total $75,469.19, Income total $2,594.37, C.D.’s total $24,244.04, with a total balance of $99,930.56.  Carlson made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, seconded by Bates, and all carried with ayes.
The following bills for payment were read by the Clerk:

Alliant Energy $468.20, SIRWA $46.24, Ralph Breakenridge $25.00 (cleaning) and $75.00 (mowing city hall and city park) total $100.00, Beeler Trucking $342.10 (hauling rock for Carriage Road), Tricia Gardner $ 11.10 (Postage Certified letter x 4. The August bills totaled $970.78. Eads made a motion to pay the bills seconded by Shady, and all carried with ayes.
Communications:  
City Clerk Gardner advised there had been complaints of a black dog running around loose in town chasing adults and children.  Notice to be sent out to owner to include city ordinance. 
Mayor Eivins advised that she would contact Craig Bush as to why the Macksburg Sirens did not go off on the first Saturday of the month.

Old Business:
Mayor Eivins advised that the Carriage Road gravel project has been complete.
City council discussed and decided that the Macksburg streets need some maintenance done.  Shady made a motion for City Clerk Gardner to put an ad in The Exchange paper to get bids to seal coat and patch some of the streets in town; Carlson second the motion and all carried with ayes.

City Council reviewed and accepted charges for Mid-town construction to also repair the shelter house while they are doing the cement work under the shelter house.  Eads made a motion to accept the additional charges; Bates seconded the motion and all carried with ayes.
City clerk Gardner advised that three council members and the Mayor’s terms for service were up on December 31, 2013 and that if anyone was going to re-run they would need to get the petitions signed. Petitions for anyone interested in running for City Council Member or Mayor can be picked up from City Clerk Gardner.
New Business:

City Clerk Gardner read the new resolution for dog nuisance complaints.  The first reading of the Dog Nuisance resolution was read.  Eads made a motion to accept the dog nuisance complaint resolution; Shady second the motion and all carried with ayes.

A Resolution that a dog nuisance must be reported to the city by two different people (in two different households), within a one week time frame, before a notice will be sent out to the dog owner.  

City Clerk Gardner discussed with the Council that there had been some mention of getting rid of weed and junk vehicle ordinances but that it has been advised by our attorney and other state officials that the weed and junk vehicle ordinances need to stay in place.  NO changes will be made at this time to either ordinance. 
Eads made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:59 p.m.  Shady seconded the motion and all carried with ayes.  September’s City Council Meeting will be Monday September 9th, 2013 at 7 p.m. at City Hall. This date is different than the normal date due to the first Monday of September is a holiday.
