Macksburg City Council Minutes
The Macksburg City Council met on September 9, 2013 at 7:00 p.m.   The Mayor Ruth Eivins called the meeting to order.  Roll call was taken by the clerk Tricia Gardner.  City Council present for the meeting were – Bates, Carlson, Eads, and Shady. Lauer was absent from the meeting. Others attending the meeting were Rick Bruett, Heidi Burhans, and Bob McKinney.
The agenda was reviewed.  Bates made a motion to approve the agenda with the amendment to move the Street and Ditch issue to the top of the agenda.  Eads seconded and carried with all ayes.
City Clerk Gardner advised she spoke with Travis Witt and he said all he has left to do is blow water through the culverts on the north end of town.  Bob McKinney approached the council and wanted to know what the city was going to do about the water standing in his back yard.  Council agreed they would speak to the Co-op and also the County to find what had been done in the past and whose responsibility it is to fix McKinney’s property.   Council Members to report back at October 2013 City Council Meeting.

Heidi Burhans spoke to the City council about elections.

City clerk Gardner advised that three council members and the Mayor’s terms for service were up on December 31, 2013 and that if anyone was going to re-run they would need to get the petitions signed. Petitions for anyone interested in running for City Council Member or Mayor can be picked up from City Clerk Gardner.
Copies of the August 2013 minutes were given to the City Council Members.  Eads made a motion to approve the minutes; Bates seconded and carried with all ayes.

The Clerk read the treasurer’s report.  The August 2013 Treasurer’s report showed: disbursements total $997.43, checking account total $190.90, savings account total $77,282.28, Income total $2,784.09, C.D.’s total $24,244.04, with a total balance of $101,717.22.  Eads made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, seconded by Carlson, and all carried with ayes.
The following bills for payment were read by the Clerk:

Alliant Energy $469.21, SIRWA $46.24, Ralph Breakenridge $25.00 (cleaning) and $150.00 (mowing city hall and city park) total $175.00, Agriland FS $66.30 (Yearly LP Tank Lease), Tricia Gardner $26.00 (Exchange ad – Street Project) $7.32 (postage x2) $353.32 (Wages) $15.00 (internet) Total $401.64, Jordan Oliver Attorney Office $150.00 (nuisance notice), IPERS $55.80 (wage payment).  The September bills totaled $1364.19. Eads made a motion to pay the bills with amendment to Breakenridge total; seconded by Carlson, and all carried with ayes.
Eads made a motion to adjourn the City Council meeting at 7:32 P.M., so that the City Street Financial Report Public hearing could be held; Seconded by Carlson and all carried with ayes. 

Mayor Eivins opened the City Street Financial Report public hearing at 7:33 P.M.  

City Treasure Gardner reviewed the Street Financial Report with the public and the Council Members. 

Bates approved the City Street Financial Report; Eads seconded and all carried with ayes.

Eads made a motion to adjourn the Public hearing at 7:35 P.M.; Carlson seconded the motion and all carried with ayes.

Mayor Eivins Called the City Council Meeting back to order at 7:36 P.M.

Communications:  
City Clerk Gardner advised that she had spoken to the owner of the loose black dog and that they were just visiting and the dog is no longer in town. 
Old Business:
Clerk Gardner advised the council that she has tried several times to get in touch with Mid-Town Construction about working on the shelter house.  They are not returning calls or emails.  City Council Shady advised he would try and get a hold of the owner.  Shady made the motion for City Clerk Gardner to put an ad in The Shopper if they did not hear back from Mid-Town Construction by September 16, 2013 and also for City Clerk Gardner to ask for an extension from Greater Madison County Community Foundation; Bates seconded the motion and all carried with ayes. 
City Council discussed that no bids were received for the Street project.  City Council asked Clerk to find out if they could put an ad on Craigslist and also contact Iowa League of Cities about other ways to get bids.  Shady made a motion to put an ad in The Shopper and other places stating that the City of Macksburg is looking for seal coating and patch work to be done in the City of Macksburg; Eads seconded the motion and all carried with ayes. 
City Council was advised that a notice had been sent out about trash piling up at a residence in town.  As of the day of the meeting that the trash has not been removed.  Shady made a motion that a second notice to be sends out; Bates seconded the motion, Eads abstained; all carried with ayes.
Mayor Eivins read the new resolution for dog nuisance complaints.  The second reading of the Dog Nuisance resolution was read.  Eads made a motion to accept the dog nuisance complaint resolution; Carlson second the motion and all carried with ayes.
RESOLUTION NO. :    05082013

A Resolution that a dog nuisance must be reported to the city by two different people (in two different households), within a one week time frame, before a notice will be sent out to the dog owner.  

New Business
Eads made a motion to allow the City to start paying City bills online; Seconded by shady and all carried with ayes.

City Council discussed snow removal for 2013 -2014.  County will only be taking care of main roads but not side roads. Shady made a motion to put an ad in the paper to receive bids for snow removal for 2013-2014; Seconded by Bates and all carried with ayes.
Shady made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:06 p.m.  Eads seconded the motion and all carried with ayes.  October’s City Council Meeting will be Monday October 7th, 2013 at 7 p.m. at City Hall.
