The Macksburg City Council met on October 7, 2013 at 7:00 p.m.   Mayor Ruth Eivins called the meeting to order.  Roll call was taken.  City Council present- Bates, Carlson, Eads, and Shady. Lauer absent. Other attending - Rick Bruett.
Agenda reviewed.  Eads motioned to approve agenda, Bates seconded and carried with all ayes.
September 2013 minutes reviewed.  Eads motioned to approve minutes; Bates seconded and carried with all ayes.

The Clerk read the treasurer’s report. The October bills totaled $33,743.93. Eads made a motion to pay the bills with amendment total number of times that Ralph Breakenridge mowed and also Exchange ads to mention Snow removal project and shelter house project; seconded by Shady, and all carried with ayes.
Communications:  
City Council Discussed Ditch work by Robert McKinney property and Council Member Shady advised Co-op would contact McKinney.
Council discussed closing road Eldorado just south of Co-op.  Closing Eldorado St. will be on November’s agenda.  Council discussed putting a gate up.

City Council discussed renewing CD’s for 6 months. Eads made a motion to renew CD’s for 6 months; seconded by Bates and all carried with ayes.

City Council discussed sirens not going off on the first Saturday of the month. Mayor will contact Sheriff Bush.

Citizen Input forms were reviewed by the council.  These forms will need to be filled out to make a complaint, comment, recommendation or suggestion. Eads made a motion to adopt using the Citizen Input forms to accept complaint, comment, recommendation or suggestion; Bates seconded the motion and all carried with ayes.

City Council reviewed two shelter house bids. Carlson made a motion to accept Jim Tyler Construction’s bid; Bates seconded the motion. Shady abstained and the rest carried with ayes.

City Council discussed that the camper at the Peckham resident has not been plated. Information will be sent on to the attorney.

Public ways and alleys were discussed on the East end of town. No action taken.
