Macksburg City Council Minutes
The Macksburg City Council met on November 4, 2013 at 7:00 p.m.   Mayor Ruth Eivins called the meeting to order.  Roll call was taken.  City Council members present- Bates, Carlson, Eads, and Shady. City Council Member Lauer absent. Other citizens attending - Rick Bruett, Todd Brown and Tom Leners.
Todd Brown spoke to the council about the siren not working.  Todd advised the council that a radio unit would need to be purchased so that the siren would work properly.  Mayor Eivins will check prices of radio unit and bring back to the council at the December 2013 meeting. 

Tom Leners introduced himself as the new Madison County Development Group Executive Director.  

Agenda reviewed.  Eads motioned to approve agenda, Bates seconded and carried with all ayes.
November 2013 minutes reviewed.  Bates motioned to approve minutes; Eads seconded and carried with all ayes.

The Clerk read the treasurer’s report.  The October 2013 Treasurer’s report showed: disbursements total $39,317.93, checking account total $191.78, savings account total $47,582.27, Income total $9,665.98, C.D.’s total $24,282.24, with a total balance of $72,056.29.  Shady motioned to approve treasurer’s report, seconded by Eads, and all carried with ayes.
Clerk advised amendment needs to be made to the October 2013 bills due to a motion being made to pay Jim Tyler Construction $5574.00 before November 2013 meeting.  New October 2013 bill total $39,317.93. Eads made a motion to amend October 2013 bills; seconded by Shady and all carried with ayes.
The following bills for payment were read by the Clerk:

Alliant Energy $448.33, SIRWA $46.24, Ralph Breakenridge $25.00 (cleaning) and $75.00 (mowing city hall and city park) total $100.00, Tricia Gardner $14.45 (Exchange ad –snow removal) Farmer’s Co-op (grass seed) $10.07.  The November bills totaled $619.09. Shady made a motion to pay the bills with; seconded by Bates, and all carried with ayes.
Communications:  
Mayor Eivins advised that complaints had been made of dogs running loose around the church. Notice will be sent to owner.
Old Business:
Council reviewed the section of Eldorado St. that the Co-op would like the City to close. Shady made a motion to close Eldorado St. from Macksburg Road around to Lincoln St; Carlson seconded and all carried with ayes.
Mayor Eivins advised that the County will be snow plowing our streets again this year.  City Council reviewed one snow removal bid. Carlson made a motion to accept Jim Tyler Construction’s bid as our back up snow removal only to be used only when streets are impassable, it has been past 24 hours and the county still has not plowed our streets, a Council Member, Mayor, or City Clerk will contact Tyler Construction; Bates seconded the motion and all carried with ayes. 
City Council discussed that the shelter house cement project has been completed. The shelter will need to be repainted and fascia will need to be added also.  This project will need to be completed in the spring of 2013.
City Council discussed that the camper at the Peckham resident has not been plated. Information will be sent on to the attorney by Mayor Eivins.
New Business
Shady made a motion to allow City Clerk Gardner to attend the Budget workshop in December 2013; Bates seconded the motion and all carried with ayes.
City Clerk Gardner to contact Alliant Energy about string of Christmas lights on South East end not working.
Reports were made about loose dogs in town the killed a residents pet rabbit.  Notice to be sent to the owners. City clerk to get police report from Sheriff’s Office. 

Public ways and alleys were discussed on the East end of town. Mayor will find out where alleys are located on the east end of town and bring it to the December 2013 meeting.
Reminder there is No Parking in Alleys… if you are parked in the alley the sheriff will be notified. 

New updated Dog Nuisance resolution read:
Resolution No: 05082013
A Resolution that a dog nuisance must be reported to the city by two different people (in two different households and both reporting parties must be residents of Macksburg Iowa), within a one week time frame, before a notice is sent out to the dog owner.  

Motion made to the above by Bates, Jolene.

Seconded by Shady, Jesse.
