The Macksburg City Council met on March 10th, 2014 at 7:00 p.m.   Pro Term Mayor Mike Carlson called the meeting to order.  Roll call was taken.  City Council members present- Bates, Shady, Peckham, and Jones. Absent Mayor Ruth Eivins. Other citizens attending - Rick Bruett.

The March bills totaled $1,506.57. Shady made a motion to pay the bills; Bates seconded and all carried with ayes.
At 7:15 p.m. Bates made a motion to close the city council meeting for the Public Hearing to approve the FY 2015 Budget; Shady seconded and all carried with ayes. 

The Macksburg City Council opened the Public Hearing to review and accept the FY 2015 Budget at 7:15 p.m. Budget was reviewed. Bates made a motion to approve FY 2015 Budget; Jones seconded and all carried with ayes.  

Shady made a motion to adjourn the public hearing at 7:19 p.m.; Peckham seconded and all carried with ayes.
